Principal’s Report: Marilyn Clark reported that they are looking at reconfiguring the school’s daytime class schedule as far as pullouts and special programs e.g., music, art, tech lab. This is coming at a good time as we are going to be introducing a new integrated arts program.  This art program is being brought to our school district from funding from the Marin Community Foundation. MCF has awarded our school district and the Sausalito School District a grant for the performing arts over the next 5 years. This is an integrated arts program that is sustainable and replicable for other schools. MCF has also provided funds to supplement our YIA and Poetry units for the remainder of this school year.  

Marilyn further reported that the kindergarten enrollment is currently at 8 classes.  We are at the same number of enrollees as this time last year.  If there is an even distribution among grade levels of incoming kids then we should be okay as far as classroom space and staffing. However, she cautioned that this is always a constant unknown. 
Treasurer’s Report: Ann Trunko reported good news that the Spellathon was a fundraising success as we raised $34,000. Additionally, the Hot Lunch programs have met or exceeded the amounts we had anticipated raising.  These funds have put the PTA in a secure financial position.  As a result we have urged the teachers to restock their classroom supplies with money the PTA has allocated to them. PTA funds will also be used to restock the classroom art bins.
